Annual Fall Women’s Retreat:  The annual Fall Women’s Retreat will be held this  
Saturday, October 18, 2025, at Country Meadows Bethlehem, 4011 Green Pond Road,  
Building #2, Bethlehem, from 8:30 a.m. – 12:00 noon.  A breakfast buffet of eggs,  
potatoes, meat, fruit and bagels will be served from 8:30 – 9:00 a.m. and beverages will be  
available throughout the morning. 

This year’s Guest Speaker will be The Rev. Sue Koenig, Pastor of First Moravian Church,  
Easton and Director of Racial Justice and Healing for the Moravian Church Northern Province. 
Her presentation, entitled “Holding on to Infinite Hope in The Work of Racial Justice and  
Healing”, will address questions such as “What does God require of us and of the church ‘in  
such a time as this?’
