J. Henry Messinger one the largest landowners in Forks Town-
ship, would deed land adjacent to the Arndt property that would be the beginning of a Christian com-
munity in Forks Township. In August 1826, Arndt's Church, named after Jacob's oldest son, John, be-
came a reality. In 2026, we will celebrate our Bicentennial with special monthly events and services. All
are welcome at Arndt's church and we hope you visit this new page often.
